


More than 15 million students—including 
approximately 3.7 million middle 
schoolers—are alone and unsupervised 
between 3 and 6 p.m., the peak hours for 
juvenile crime and experimentation with 
drugs, alcohol, cigarettes and sex.

The Office of Juvenile Justice and 
Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) reports that 
the incidence of violent crimes committed by 
youth peaks in the hours immediately 
following the end of the school day, with 
close to 1 in 5 juvenile violent crimes taking 
place in the hours between 3 and 7 p.m.
